Of the clients receiving a Domestic Purposes Benefit at the end of September 2007:

· one in two (50 percent) were aged between 25 and 39 years, while 18 percent were aged 18–24 years
· one in five (20 percent) had a current earnings declaration, indicating participation in paid work within the last 12 months 

· three in five (60 percent) had a youngest child aged six years or under, while 10 percent had a youngest child aged 14 years or over.

Five year trend

The number of clients receiving a Domestic Purposes Benefit at the end of September has decreased from 109,000 to 97,000 between 2002 and 2007.
Between September 2002 and September 2007, Domestic Purposes Benefit recipients have become slightly more likely to be aged between 40–54 years.
Changes between 2002 and 2007 which have affected the number of clients receiving a Domestic Purposes Benefit include the work testing of Domestic Purposes Benefit recipients between 1 February 1999 and 10 March 2003 and its subsequent replacement by intensive case management of Domestic Purposes Benefit recipients.

Between 2002 and 2007, improvements in the processes for recording client ethnicity have led to benefit recipients becoming much less likely to have no ethnic identification recorded against their file.  One significant consequence of this has been an increase in the proportion of Domestic Purposes Benefit recipients who identified as being Maori.

Duration receiving a Domestic Purposes Benefit 

Of the clients receiving a Domestic Purposes Benefit at the end of September 2007:

· around one in four (26 percent) had received a Domestic Purposes Benefit continuously for less than one year
· over one in three (37 percent) had received a Domestic Purposes Benefit continuously for between one and four years
· 12 percent had received a Domestic Purposes Benefit continuously for ten years or more. 
Clients who had received a Domestic Purposes Benefit continuously for 10 years or more made up 0.4 percent of the total working aged population at the end of September 2007.
