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Introduction
This report provides indicators intended to present an overview of social outcomes Mäori, Pacific peoples, and the total New Zealand population.  It does not represent an analysis of all the population sub groups (such as low income) that need to be considered as part of the reducing inequalities policy.
Table 1 sets out the outcomes and indicators as proposed in the Next Steps paper.  As can be seen, some indicators have not been reported in this report because of lack of data.  It is intended to carry out further work on indicators with the aim of introducing a wider array of indicators and a wider range of population groups.

For each indicator this paper provides:

· an analysis of the current situation for Mäori and Pacific peoples based on the chosen indicator
· changes in outcomes in absolute terms, reflecting how Mäori and Pacific peoples are doing relative to their own past experience

· changes in outcomes in relative terms reflecting how Mäori and Pacific peoples are doing in comparison to the remainder of the New Zealand population
The approach followed in this report has been to look at trend changes from the mid 1980s through to the present.  This was a period of considerable social and economic change within New Zealand and changes over this should be assessed when carrying out trend analysis.  This entire period will impact on how more recent changes should be interpreted.  Unfortunately limitations with data have precluded time series analysis for some indicators, or shorter periods of analysis for other indicators.

For comparative and trends analysis, percentage point or point differences in rates, have been used to assess ethnic group differences, and changes over time.  This approach has been applied throughout the report for consistency.
Many of the indicators used have been age-standardised to remove the impact of different age structures across ethnic groups, and over time.

A number of the indicators are disaggregated by gender.

For the most part, prioritised ethnic groups
 have been used in this report.  The majority of administrative data is collected as prioritised data and other official statistics, such as the Household Labour Force Survey, also continue to use prioritised data.  All indicators have used prioritised data with the following exceptions: 
· where household or family data is reported the household or family is identified as Mäori or Pacific where one member of the household is recorded as Mäori or Pacific.  This is the case for Participation in family and whänau activities, Proportion of the population with low living standards, Housing affordability, Household crowding, telephone and internet access in the home
· for some indicators individuals have been allocated to each ethnicity they reported and may therefore be included in more than one ethnic group.  This is the case for: Age-standardised participation in tertiary education; Victimisation rates; Adults who feel unsafe walking alone; and Mäori language speakers.
There are other important caveats to take into account when analysing the indicators presented in this report:
· many indicators are only imperfect measures of the area of activity they are intended to measure

· most indicators provide group averages and do not reflect the range of diversity within groups

· we have not included measures of statistical significance, or measures of data robustness, but have made judgements about the extent to which changes in an indicator are reliable, based on this information

· for many indicators the comparisons between groups are more robust than absolute or relative trends.
