On 2 December 2018, you emailed the Ministry of Social Development (the Ministry)
requesting, under the Official Information Act 1982, the following information:

1) Number of people on the unemployment list in Taranaki from 1 November 2018
to 21 November 2018

2) How many people are on the long waitlist for work

3) If a person/people are on the pension are they automatically not allowed or
excluded from the unemployment list?

4) During January 2018-December 2018, how many jobs in Taranaki were listed on
the Work and Income database, what were they, and how many were available in
the Taranaki Tourism industry and the outdoor guiding industry?

5) During 2018 how many and what jobs have been listed on the Work and Income
Job Vacancy database by the Department of Conservation in Taranaki?

On 11 December 2018 a Ministerial and Executive Services Advisor emailed you to
explain why the Ministry has interpreted questions one and two of your request as
follows:

e the number of people who are receiving Jobseeker Support (JS) with work ready
requirements in Taranaki Region as at 30 September 2018

e of those receiving JS with work ready requirements as at 30 September 2018,
how long have they been receiving that benefit.

JS is a temporary benefit paid while clients look for work, are in training for work or
unable to work due to a health condition, injury or disability. More information is
available here: www.workandincome.govt.nz/products/a-z-benefits/jobseeker-

support.html.

As at 30 September 2018, 4,376 people were receiving JS with work ready requirements
in the Taranaki Region. Further information about numbers of people receiving a benefit
is available here: www.msd.govt.nz/documents/about-msd-and-our-work/publications-
resources/statistics/benefit/2018/benefit-fact-sheets-september-2018.pdf.

For your reference, table one enclosed, contains a breakdown of the length of time these
clients have continuously been receiving JS.

Job Connect is a service that provides work focused services to all job seekers to support
them into work as quickly as possible. This includes both self-directed support and the
provision of employment related activities including employment workshops. Job
vacancies are advertised by Work and Income through Job Connect and Work Broker
teams.

Employers can contact Job Connect or a Work Broker to list a job vacancy. The employer
will provide the skills and experience required for the position so that Work and Income
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can refer applicants that match those skills and experience. All decisions about who to
appoint are made by the employer.

There is no time ranked waitlist for job vacancies. People who are best suited to a job
vacancy will be matched to the job regardless of how long they have been looking for
work.

People receiving New ealand Superannuation (NZS) are not obligated to look for work
in order to receive their entitlement. People receiving NZS can register their interest in
any of the jobs listed with Job Connect and are contacted if they meet the main
requirements of the vacancy.

Table two enclosed shows that from 1 January 2018 to 30 September 2018 there have
been five job vacancies listed in the guiding industry. Eight positions were referred from
the Department of Conservation to Work and Income between 1 January 2018 and 30
September 2018. These include one ‘Administration Worker’ position, six ‘Conservation
Worker’ positions and one ‘General Labourer Agriculture’ position.

e to create greater openness and transparency about the plans, work and activities
of the Government,

o to increase the ability of the public to participate in the making and administration
of our laws and policies and

¢ to lead to greater accountability in the conduct of public affairs.

The Ministry therefore intends
to make the information contained in this letter and any attached documents available to
the wider public shortly. The Ministry will do this by publishing this letter on the Ministry
of Social Development’s website. Your personal details will be deleted and the Ministry
will not publish any information that would identify you as the person who requested the
information.
